Setting up asset management and invoice validation for this number of 
energy meters was a project of unequalled proportions never performed 
before in the Netherlands. Fortunately it was possible making use of the 
eSight M&T software which has already proved its worth worldwide. 
Setting up a complex IT structure and still keeping it user friendly is always 
the challenge for such projects, but this has proven to be one of the key

The number 100,000 kept recurring in this project. There are about 100,000 
invoice lines to be checked, in all there are about 100.000 data fields in the 
asset database and over 100,000 meter readings are processed each day!
